The Rev'd Peter Godden writes:

For many people, Christmas isn't quite Christmas without the music.

There is something immensely evocative about the music of Christmastide — probably
in no small part because it is only heard at that time of year, the odd supermarket
playlist excepted. But more importantly, | think it is the extraordinary beauty, both in
lyrical depth and compositional glory, that particularly makes sacred Christmas music
so special.

Take John Taverner’s haunting setting of William Blake’s poem ‘The Lamb’ which,
whenever | hear it, instantly takes me deep into the heart of the mystery of God
Himself being born among us as a fragile baby: “Little Lamb who made thee? Dost
thou know who made thee?” go the words, sung to harmonies which seem to
resonate with the echoes of eternity.

Or the exhilaration of hymns like ‘'O Come All Ye Faithful! The bombastic melody
coupled with the unbridled joy of the lyrics - “joyful and triumphant” — makes it clear
that this is a time to rejoice.

Even less revered songs can, if we let them, speak to us profoundly. In recent years, |
have become more and more affected by the innocent simplicity of the words to
‘Away in Manger, with their heartfelt plea for Jesus to be close by us, and to love us, for
ever. For those of us who share the Christian faith, that’s what much of our hope boils
down to.

For Christians, the crucial thing in all these pieces is that their words and their
melodies are all crafted so as to direct our whole selves towards Christ, whose birth is
the catalyst for all the celebrations. 'The Lamb’ makes me worship with deep, intense
wonder; ‘O Come All Ye Faithful’fills me with elation and gladness; ‘Away in a Manger’
reminds me of the deep need for all of humanity to know unrelenting, unconditional
love.

| hope you have music that you love at this time of year — be it music designed for
worship, or for hearing on the radio. In terms of the latter, | can really recommend Ella
Fitzgerald’s ‘Ella Wishes You a Swinging Christmas, which will be on repeat in the
Rectory from the middle of December.

But for now, | will leave you with Christina Rosetti’s final stanza of 'In the Bleak
Midwinter' which has been blessed by many wonderful musical settings (check out
the Harold Darke arrangement):

What can | give Him, poor as | am?
If | were a shepherd, | would bring a lamb;
If | were a Wise Man, | would do my part;

Yet what | can | give Him: give my heart.



This piece is in some ways the flip side of that line in ‘Away in a Manger;’ for while we
want God to love us with all His strength — and | truly believe that He does, more than
we can ever comprehend - He calls us to love Him back just as much.

May the music of Christmas be a source of comfort and joy to you this Christmastide,
and may it open for you afresh the extent of the wonder, the glory, and the love of
God.

Report of the PCC Meeting on 14th October 2025

The PCC met for the first time following Peter’s return from sabbatical on 14th
October. After a few matters arising from the previous minutes were resolved, the PCC
considered various reports which had been submitted in advance, or delivered
verbally at the meeting.

Peter expressed his huge thanks to everyone for all that they had done during his
absence, and particularly to Sally, Christopher and Sue who had all worked so hard to
ensure that everything ran smoothly during the sabbatical period. A vote of thanks to
Sally was unanimously agreed.

Prior to the meeting, the PCC Policies subcommittee had reviewed all the policies of
the parish. Peter announced that the parish had now received approval from Bishop
Dave on its policy for First Communion for Children.

Under the topic of safeguarding, the PCC reviewed its list of church activities; it also
discussed requirements around data retention, and various church officers’
responsibilities regarding this. Angeline Vere was voted in as the new Health and
Safety Officer; in order for Angeline to be able to focus on both this and her
Safeguarding role, Lucy Nott will assume administrative responsibility for DBS checks.

A proposal for a stewardship campaign in 2026 was mentioned, and the need for a
fund-raising initiative for the organ fund. Simon Gray reported on progress from the
Organ Working Group, and a meeting is scheduled with the organ builder in late
October.

Those who help with the cleaning of the church will be delighted to hear that
approval was given for the purchase of a new vacuum cleaner, and thanks were
expressed to all those who help and have helped with the cleaning of the church.

The PCC s still exploring the options available for a new router to provide Wi-Fi in the
church, and Peter expressed his gratitude to everyone who had looked after the
churchyard over the previous three months.

The Rev'd Canon Steve Benoy’s upcoming licensing was noted, and sincere thanks
were given to the Events team for the many events planned for the remainder of 2025.

The meeting ended just before 9:30 pm, and the PCC will next meet on 1st December.

What does Christmas look like for a Vicar and their family? We asked Peter what his
December tends to look like...

Christmas must be busy for a Vicar?

It is, but it's a genuinely wonderful time. Part of my enjoyment starts by really
embracing Advent — the season of watching and waiting, of preparing for the coming
of the Lord and celebrating Christ’s birth. | really love that sense of anticipation. It also
means that, when Christmas Day comes, it's only the start of the celebrations. We go
big on the twelve days of Christmas in our house!

So how do you make Advent distinctive?

There are a few things we do. One is to make sure that, as far as possible, practical
things like shopping for presents, and planning the worship at St Dunstan’s, are all
done before December, so that Advent can be freed up from those kinds of
distractions and demands.

We don't tend to put much Christmassy music on until
about half-way through the December - there are loads
of beautiful Advent music to be had, so we tend to
major on that earlier in the month. And then, just like in
church, we initially make our tree an ‘Advent tree’ - it
starts life decked largely in purple, the colour of Advent,
before then taking all those decorations off it on
Christmas Eve, and replacing them with the gold of
Christmas.

That sounds like a lovely Christmas tradition - do you have others?

Pigs in blankets when putting the tree up, always! Then | think our main one is always
wrapping Christmas presents whilst watching the original Gavin & Stacey Christmas
special; it's absolutely heartwarming, and so well-observed — and Alison Steadman is
just phenomenal.

What other things do you like to watch at Christmas?

We are fairly addicted to University Challenge in our household, so we enjoy the
special Christmas mini-series of that — especially because the questions are always
much easier! And it would be pretty rare for us to go through the season without
watching 'Love Actually' at some stage.

So when Christmas comes, what are your highlights?

All three of our services on Christmas Eve are particularly special. The Crib service at
3pm always has a wonderful sense of joy to it — lots of the young people come dressed
as nativity characters, and there’s something very heart-warming about seeing the
nativity scene slowly filled with figures as the service progresses.
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The Village Carol Service is great because it usually attracts our largest congregation
of the year (so get there early if you're coming, because the space is finite!), and it’s a
privilege to be able to preach to such a large gathering of people about the dawning
of our salvation through the birth of Christ.

Finally, Midnight Mass remains a profound experience, as we share the meal that this
tiny baby whose birth we are celebrating would go on to institute. It's a quite
remarkable moment in the Church year.

How do you balance ministry with family time at Christmas?

That's probably the hardest part — there’s no getting away from the fact that Caroline
and the boys would like to see me a bit more, and | them! But they're used to it, and, if
I've been able to do as much prep as possible, | am hopefully able to spend some
proper time with them all.

Do you have a favourite Christmas carol?

In terms of congregational carols, | think it would be 'O Come All Ye Faithful The lyrics
are great — they're so full of unbridled joy — and they are about encouraging us to
gather together and worship God because of what a wonderful thing the birth of
Christ is for us. And then the music is fantastic — especially in the final verse (the one
that is only sung on Christmas morning), which varies slightly from the rest of the
hymn and makes my hair stand on end every year.

In terms of anthems for choirs, | would struggle to beat John Taverner’s setting of
William Blake's poem ‘The Lamb! It captures mystery of the incarnation perfectly. John
Rutter’s 'Donkey Carol' is also wonderful — full of lush harmonies accentuating a
delicate, enchanting melody.

What about other Christmas music?

| know I've mentioned this in my message at the start of this issue, but Ella Fitzgerald’s
Christmas record ‘Ella Wishes You a Swinging Christmas’is an absolutely masterpiece
- the arrangements are brilliant; her voice is perfect.

In terms of pop music — I've been on a real Paul McCartney / Wonderful Christmastime
kick for the last few years. And then Slade, Wham!, Mariah, Wizzard - it’s all great stuff.

Finally, if there’s one thing you could have this Christmas..?

To not get worn out in the build-up! But apart from that: if as many people as possible
in this parish can experience a fresh revelation of God’s love this Christmas, I'll be
happy. And then a top-drawer glass of something red when the afternoon comes.

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Princess Henrietta of Lorraine Attended by a Page 213.4x127cm 1634
Sir Anthony Van Dyck 1599-1641 Kenwood

Henrietta was ten when she married sixty-three year-old Louis de Guise, Prince of

Pfalzburgh. The trompe-I'ceil label lower left, the illusion heightened by its red wax,

reads Princeps de Phalsburg 1634. Louis had died in 1631, so here Henrietta is a twenty-

three year-old widow.
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Shortly after Louis’ death, Henrietta had accepted a suitor, but he deserted her for
another woman. The tiny dagger, which she must have asked Van Dyck to camouflage
in an ice-blue rosette below her left breast, probably symbolises her suspected
revengeful attempt on her betrothed’s life a few months before Van Dyck painted her
and her sister Marguerite. Three more husbands were not deterred.

Henrietta (1611-60) stands composed on a terrace, her eyebrows looking plucked and
re-drawn higher. Her hair is fashionably fringed, her delectable pear-drop pearl
earrings and simple pearl necklace matching her flawless skin, her elegant hands
quintessential Van Dyck. The meticulous finish and detail characteristic of Flemish
artists, painted with barely detectable touches of Van Dyck’s thinnest brush, is
exemplified in Henrietta’s intricate wired bobbin-lace collar and cuffs, the tiny sleeve
buttons and the subtle sheen of light on her satin dress, as glossy as photographic
paper. What a dynamic contrast to the plain black block of her heavy coat! Like a
background fire the golden drapery has been borrowed from Van Dyck’s exemplar
Titian (c1487-1576), whilst the stormy landscape reflects Henrietta’s unsettled life.

She lays a restraining hand on her high-status page or slave, who gazes up at her
fearfully, but she ignores him. Although side-lined, this boy transforms the painting -
try covering him up. He may have posed with her or he may be an imaginary tribute
to Titian, painted much more freely than the enamel finish elsewhere. His red velvet
outfit with gold chain, earrings and bracelet, contrasting vividly with Henrietta’s
sombre clothes, recalls the rich opulence of a nobleman in a Titian portrait, robed in
crimson and bedecked in chains. The most breathtakingly entrancing part of the
painting is his golden platter of roses, rapidly painted with consummate flair.
Alongside Henrietta's static stance he brings life and movement, a tour de force of
painterly panache.

The sisters Henrietta and Marguerite de Lorraine, abandoned in exile, had taken
refuge at the Brussels Court of Archduchess lIsabella, Regent of the Spanish
Netherlands. They had been banished from France in 1632 when Marguerite secretly
married Louis XllI's younger brother Gaston when France and Lorraine were enemies.
Since Louis Xl had no son, (Louis XIV was not born until 1638) he saw Gaston's
marriage as a threat to his sovereignty. His troops invaded Lorraine, he nullified
Gaston’s marriage, took his property and banished him, the sisters and their brother
Charles IV duc de Lorraine from France. Henrietta was accused of being an accomplice
to treason, but she escaped to Brussels, joining Marguerite, Gaston and his mother
Marie de Medici.

After seven years studying Renaissance art in Italy and painting the Genoese
aristocracy, Van Dyck was celebrated in Antwerp before spending his last nine years in
London as Court Painter to Charles | and his Queen, who was sister to Gaston and
Louis XIII.

Van Dyck was a hero to Gainsborough, whose alleged last words were “We are all
going to Heaven, and Van Dyck is of the party!” Surely Titian greeted them.

A Matter For Debate

Every year my literacy project with Year 6 at Monks Risborough School teaches me
more about the resilience, resourcefulness and sheer appetite for challenge that the
school engenders in its pupils. | would never underestimate their grasp of issues, their
vocabulary - or their generosity and respect for each other.

Successive 6th years have devoured everything from writing poetry, short stories and
other creative material, to developing from scratch a school magazine - planning,
writing and commissioning content, including ads, editing, designing, printing and
selling it, at school and to this congregation — without making a loss.

And these projects are in their lunch break — they give up their free time - half an hour,
once a week. It's entirely voluntary.

With this year’s group, as last year’s, | am tackling oracy — the skill of combining the
spoken and written word to present ideas and opinions lucidly and convincingly in a
succinct, organised way, with supporting argument. This is important both for the
written word and for robust and reasoned discussion. It will help build their self-
confidence as they move through education and the adult world.

To bring this to life, we build a debating club together. They learn how to organise
their opinions, to make notes and prepare ideas, how to spot weaknesses in argument
(their own and others’), and how to use language to make their point — without falling
out!

We started the beginning of the year with some technical rules - how a debate
functions, with lead and supporting speakers, audience participation and votes, plus
some pointers — politeness, humour, sarcasm (in moderation), don't get personal and
so on. Then we hold a debate each week.

An exciting bit, of course, is deciding what to debate. They get to choose, although |
wouldn’t let them do anything party political, and | draw the line at Twix versus KitKat
or who has the best football team. (I know, | know).

But their suggestions are almost always worth discussing - even potentially world
changing. They are bursting with ideas. We've done all the following and more - the
morality of war; pocket money in return for chores; whether zoos are ethical; a
children’s timeout on devices; should we abolish money in the world; ditto school
uniforms; should under 15's have access to social media... oh yes they know what
parents worry about. And parents may be glad to know that they mainly have
responsible views, whichever side they take. They really do think things through. And
they are passionate and well-meaning. They are all so different, and listening to them
gives me hope for the future of the world.

But airing these topics might present challenges to the school - one debater asked me
whether, if his side won the abolish uniforms motion, the school would do so...
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| don't tell them what to think, or what I think (I wouldn't dare!) or take part in the
debates. | act as Chair and to see fair play. At the end | might point out arguments they
might have made, or weaknesses on the other team they might have exploited but |
never take a side. It’s a learning curve and you can see their skills growing, quiet ones
learning to speak out, more up-front ones learning to listen (it might get them ahead!).

They are fiercely competitive, but combine this with genuine empathy. If someone is
struggling they will listen, and even help out. They rush to the aid of a spelling or
definition crisis, and shy participants are sure of a patient response. | have always
marvelled at the sheer quality of the children’s humanity, and as the years go by it just
gets better. It’s a privilege to experience it.
